Badminton History
· 100 yrs BC in China

· Shuttlecock Kicking (round object with feathers)
· 1400-1500 England- called Battledore ads they batted the object with wooden paddles.  It was a popular children’s game
· 1600s England Royalty Played the game 

· Servants  “served” (spread to Swedish and Russian Royalty)
· 1700s battledore became shuttlecock

· Spread to USA (Colonial America)

· 1800s- English Royalty- Duke of Beaufort wrote formal rules to the game and named the book after his estate called the Badminton House.  The game became known as badminton from that point. 

· 1920s popular with Scots, Irish, English (excelled in the sport)

· 1950s – Thailand  and Indonesia dominated

· 1960s- Japan, 70s –China, 80s-Korea

· International Badminton Association was formed in 1934

· 1970- First National Collegiate Championship

· Badminton became an Olympic Sport in  1992

· Professional Circuit in 1999
